He rowed his small boat across
the Atlantic for 92 days. His only companions were dolphins, whales, and a
few sharks who amused themselves by chasing after the boat. One day, he
almost hurt himself while cleaning the boat. He slipped and fell into the
water. Fortunately there were no sharks around that day. His daily routine
was very hard. He woke up around 5:30, had breakfast and then rowed for
about five hours. He stopped for lunch and rowed for another four to five
hours. He only slept for a few hours a night.

Finally, on September 9, 1984, The Paraty arrived in Salvador, Brazil.

It was the end of the journey.

Vamos agora pensar sobre a forma e o uso detalhado deste tipo de
pronome:

Os Pronomes Reflexivos (Reflexive Pronouns) sao usados para indicar
que a a¢do ocorre com o proprio sujeito. Sendo assim, o pronome vem logo
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apo6s o verbo e concorda com o sujeito. Estes pronomes se caracterizam
pelas terminacdes se/f (no singular) e selves (no plural). Para cada Pronome
Pessoal (Personal Pronoun) existe um Pronome Reflexivo (Reflexive Pronoun).
E importante que ambos pronomes combinem, para que fique bem claro
quem fez e quem recebeu a agao.

Observe a tabela abaixo e quais Pronomes Pessoais (Personal Prononns)
se referem aos Pronomes Reflexivos (Reflexive Pronouns).

Personal Pronouns Reflexive Pronoun
I myself
you yourself
he himself
she herself
i uself
we ourselyes
you yourselves
they themselves

Vejamos agora uma pequena analise em algumas frases:

My mom cut the vegetables with her new knife.

Nesse exemplo, a agdo do verbo ocorre com o objeto, que ¢
vegetables.

Vejamos agora em outro formato:

My mom cut herself with her new knife when she was cutting the
vegetables.

Nesse exemplo, a agdo do verbo ocorre com o préprio sujeito
que a praticou.

Importante: O Pronome Reflexivo (Reflexzive Pronoun) usado em fun-
¢ao reflexiva indica que a agdo do verbo recai sobre o proprio sujeito que
a praticou. Desse modo, o pronome vem imediatamente apés o verbo e
concorda com o sujeito.

Observe outro exemplo onde a agiao do verbo recai sobre o proprio
sujeito que a pratica e concorda com ele.

He washed his car himself last week.

E importante ressaltar que:

1. O Pronome Reflexivo (Reflexive Pronoun) também é empregado para
dar énfase a pessoa que pratica a agao:

Jorge wrote the letter himself.

I will do my homework myself.

2. Os Pronomes Reflexivos podem ser precedidos pela preposicao by.
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Nesse caso, os reflexivos tém o sentido de sozinho(a), sozinhos(as).
Observe os exemplos abaixo:
She was waiting going to the party by herself.
Did you cook dinner by yourself?
