Mr Dragana Vukovi¢ Vojnovi¢ English for Tourism B2 2 York Min-
ster is a cathedral in York, England, and is one of the largest of its kind
in Northern Europe. The minster is the seat of the Archbishop of York,
the secondhighest office of the Church of England. The title "minstet" is
attributed to churches established in the Anglo-Saxon period as mission-
ary teaching churches. York Minster is the second largest Gothic cathedral
of Northern Europe and the present building was begun in about 1230
and completed in 1472. The astronomical clock was installed in the North
Transept of York Minster in 1955. The clock is a memorial to the airmen
operating from bases in Yorkshire, County Durham and Northumberland
who were killed in action during the Second World War. I

E importante que esteja ciente do uso e forma de empregar
os comparativos de adjetivos. Segue uma breve revisao do topico:

ADJETIVOS COMPARATIVOS

Os adjetivos comparativos sao utilizados para comparar as diferengas
entre os dois objetos que modificam (larger, smaller, faster, higher). Eles sao
empregados em frases nas quais dois substantivos sio comparados, da
seguinte forma:

Substantivo (sujeito) + verbo + adjetivo comparativo + than +
substantivo (objeto).

O segundo item da comparagiao pode ser omitido, caso esteja claro
pelo contexto (Ultimo exemplo abaixo).

EXEMPLOS

My house is larger than hers.

This box is smaller than the one I lost.

Your dog runs faster than Jim's dog,

The rock flew higher than the roof.

Jim and Jack are both my friends, but I like Jack better. ("than Jim" is
understood)

ADJETIVOS SUPERLATIVOS

Os adjetivos superlativos sio utilizados para descrever um objeto que
se encontra no extremo superior ou inferior de uma qualidade (the tallest,
the smallest, the fastest, the highest). Eles sao empregados em frases nas
quais o sujeito é comparado a um grupo de objetos.

Substantivo (sujeito) + verbo + the + adjetivo superlativo + sub-
stantivo (objeto).

O grupo com o qual se realiza a comparagdo pode ser omitido, caso
esteja claro pelo contexto (Gltimo exemplo abaixo).

EXEMPLOS

My house is the largest one in our neighborhood.
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This is the smallest box I've ever seen.

Your dog ran the fastest of any dog in the race.

We all threw our rocks at the same time. My rock flew the highest.
("of all the rocks" is understood)

FORMACAO DE COMPARATIVOS E SUPERLATIVOS REGU-
LARES

Em inglés, ¢ facil formar o comparativo e o supetlativo dos adjetivos.
A forma depende do numero de silabas do adjetivo original.

ADJETIVOS DE UMA SILABA

Adicione -er para 0 comparativo e -est para o supetlativo. Se o adjetivo
terminar em consoante + vogal + consoante, a consoante final deve ser
duplicada antes da inclusao da terminagao.

ADJETIVOS DE DUAS SILABAS

Os adjetivos de duas silabas podem formar o comparativo pela inclusao
de -er ou pelo uso do termo more antes do adjetivo. Esses adjetivos podem
formar o superlativo pela inclusao de -es7 ou pelo uso do termo most antes
do adjetivo. Em muitos casos, ambas as formas sao utilizadas, embora uma
delas seja mais comum que a outra. Se vocé nao estiver certo de que deter-
minado adjetivo de duas silabas possa levar uma terminag¢ao comparativa ou
superlativa, opte pela seguranca e utilize #zore e most. No caso dos adjetivos

terminados em y, altere esse "y" por um "i" antes de incluir a terminagao.

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ADJETIVOS DE TRES OU MAIS SILABAS

Os adjetivos de trés ou mais silabas formam o comparativo através da
inclusao do termo more antes de cada adjetivo, e o supetrlativo, pela inclusao
da palavra most.

COMPARATIVOS E SUPERLATIVOS IRREGULARES

Alguns adjetivos bastante comuns possuem formas comparativas e
superlativas completamente irregulares.
