| have two half brothers who live on the East Coast, and when | was a kid, if they came
home for the holidays, they used to bring a Styrofoam cooler of oysters. My father would
get out his knife and shucking glove and lean against the kitchen counter, flicking
grit and shells into the sink as he went, and they would all stand around, eating and
sighing, making the noises that people make when they eat oysters.

| don’t know how old | was that night, but | think | must have been about six.
| stood next to my father while he shucked, and he leaned down and gave me
an oyster, a fat one, an enormous one, amoeba-like, dripping with brine. | have
no memory of eating it. | must have forgotten on purpose. But | do know
that | ate it, approximately, if nearly choking can be considered eating,
and that it took me 25 years to eat another.

Twenty-five years! When | get freaked out about something, | get
freaked out. The look of an oyster, the texture, the choking thing:
| was alright with the idea of never eating a second.

But last year a cook at my restaurant shucked three oysters and put them on a plate.
Then he dared me. | was tempted to punch him in the face. | was not pleased.
| picked up an oyster, stared at it, and felt like | was going to cry.

| made everyone look away, and then | ate it. Only one,
and it was tiny, but | ate it. | chewed and everything.

| didn’t die. And when | swallowed, the flavor

rang around my mouth the way the ringing
of a bell ricochets inside a cathedral, now
here, now there. It tasted like seawater

and melon and wet rocks. | didn’t
even hate it. | almost liked it.

grit (noun) — very small pieces of stone or sand

brine (noun) — water that contains a lot of salt
ricochet (verb) — to move from one surface to another
