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INTRODUCAO

TEENAGERS - TODAY AND YESTERDAY

I learned that my parent's teenage life style was extremely different
from mine. Technology has taken our world to another level. What used
to be fun in the 1950's would most likely seem boring to us now. We are
never happy if we do not have a hand held component in our hands. For
instance, today children acquire a great amount of technology at their
fingertips. They possess video games, computers, iPod's, iPad's, and most
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importantly, cell phones. All they need to do is push some buttons and
whatever they want is there.

We no longer need to connect with each other face to face because it's
so much "easier" to text. Many years ago, children developed their imagina-
tion to play and create things that would occupy their time. Learning how
to interact, share and be friendly with each other was a part of learning and
developing social skills. Now, we spend most of our time with earphones
plugged in, watching T.V, playing video games and texting each other.

Besides the obvious difference in technology, children in the 50's did
different things to achieve fun and to entertain themselves. In those times,
kids would catch butterflies in the daytime and fireflies at dusk. My dad
climbed trees, built tree houses and played in creek beds on hot summer
days. Children would invite friends over for backyard picnics, even if it
were only peanut butter and jelly sandwiches and a glass of cool lemonade.
Now, when we want to entertain ourselves, we hop in the back of our cars
and drive to a movie theater, the mall, or simply sit at home and flip on our
T.V's, channel surfing for something to watch. Teenagers today have lost
out on the quality of life their peers experienced decades ago.

Talvez vocé precise recorrer mais a ajuda do amigo Dictionary para
responder a essa atividade. Isso é normal e muito saudavel para seu
processo de aprendizagem. Tire duvidas com seus teachers a respeito
de algo que vocé nio tenha mesmo conseguido compreender ou
encontrar. O processo autonomo de aprendizagem requer que vocé
se torne cada vez mais independente e proativo/proativa.

Bem, uma coisa ¢ certa: alguns habitos mudaram, e muito! Now, think
about your memories. Let's help you with some questions:

Do you miss your childhood?

Did you use to have many friends at school?

Would you play on the street with your friends when you were a child?

Did you use to spend alot of your free time in front of the TV, or would
you practice outdoors activities with your friends when you were a teen?

USED TO AND WOULD

Leia novamente as perguntas ¢ observe os usos de used to and would.
Essas duas formas verbais sao utilizadas quando nos referimos a fatos que
aconteceram no passado. Vejamos mais detalhes. O primeiro paragrafo
traz a seguinte afirmagao:

What used to be fun in the 1950's would most likely seem boring to
us NOw.

No caso, used to esta sendo empregado para apontar uma condi¢ao
do passado que nio existe mais do mesmo jeito no presente: "O que cos-
tumava ser divertido na década de 50 para nos se tornou chato". Vamos a
outros exemplos:

I used to live in Sao Paulo when I was a teenager, but now I live in
Aracaju.

My brother used to read a lot of comic books and draw when he was
a child.

Martha used to travel a lot. Now she prefers to stay at home with her
family.

There used to be a drugstore near the gas station, but it closed last year.
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Ao empregarmos used to, estamos afirmando que as pessoas costuma-
vam viver as situagoes acima, mas que agora as coisas sao diferentes. Ou
seja, hd um contraste entre antes e agora. O significado pode estar declarado
na proépria sentenca ou subentendido, conforme o exemplo a seguir:

I used to play volleyball at school.

No caso, nao precisa complementar com "but now I don't", pois ao
usarmos used to, isso ja fica compreendido, entendeu? Eu costumava jogar
voleibol na escola, mas nao jogo mais. Eu posso até continuar a praticar
esse esporte, mas nao na escola.

Também usamos used to para falarmos de mudancgas em sentimentos.
Por exemplo:

I used to hate onions when I was a child, but now I like eating
them.
She used to love that yellow dress. I don't know why she doesn't

anymore.

Vamos continuar praticando esse tema com a ajuda das letras de duas
cangoes que utilizam a expressio USED TO? A primeira é 7va la 17ida, da
banda britanica Coldplay. A outra é do cantor e compositor Belga, Gotye:
Somebody 1 used to know.

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A situagdo aqui na primeira estrofe demonstra um enorme contraste
entre a forma que a vida de alguém costumava ser, simbolicamente, claro
e no que ela se tornou. Antes ele costumava estar no controle do mundo
(seu mundo). Agora, ele varre as ruas que costumava possuir. Why don't
you watch the videoclip?

2. SOMEBODY THAT I USED TO KNOW by Gotye

Take a look at the title of the artist Gotye's song: "Somebody that 1
used to know". A ideia é a de que a pessoa que sofreu uma desilusao fala de
alguém que ele costumava conhecer. Ou seja, ele ndo reconhece mais a outra
pessoa nas atitudes que ela passou a ter apds o término da relacao dos dois.

A musica toda trata de um desabafo. Alguém esta inconformado com
o fato de que a pessoa com quem ele se relacionava o 'excluiu' totalmente
de seu convivio. Para tal, ele usa expressoes como as que estao sublinhadas
nos versos acima. Cut me off, por exemplo: ideia de exclusiao da vida da
pessoa, bem como dizer que agora ela o trata como um estranho: you treat
me like a stranger.

Um pouco mais sobre os usos de used to. Perceba que nao ha dife-
renca no uso do verbo nas terceiras pessoas do singular: he/she/it. Sabe
por qué? Porque trata-se de um modal verb. E na forma interrogativa, o
que acontece? Observe:

Did you use to play with your friends on the street?
Did your classmates use to live in a small house?

Quando se trata da forma interrogativa, empregamos o auxiliar did e
o verbo use (sem o -d) to. Exemplos da forma negativa também sofrem
essa retirada da terminacao -d do verbo used:

I didn't use to travel to the beach when I was a child.
Miriam didn't use to watch a lot of TV. Now she is addicted to it.
My parents didn't use to take me to school by car. We would walk.

No dltimo exemplo, observe que utilizamos outro modal: would. Esse
verbo também ¢ utilizado, nesse contexto, para descrever a¢oes repetidas,
tipicas de determinada pessoa ou grupo, que aconteciam regularmente no
passado. Nesse sentido, ele ¢ semelhante a used to. Vamos a mais exemplos?

"Children would invite friends over for backyard picnics..."

Every Sunday, my uncle would visit us and bring delicious bread.

Before the big economic crisis, I would travel one a month.

Pecople used Go...

In this intriguing activity, students talk about inventions and what life used to be like before
they existed.

Before class, make one copy of the worksheets for each pair of students.
Procedure

Divide the class into two groups (A and B) and give each student a corresponding
worksheet.

Tell the students to write down how life used to be like before the invention of each item.
Focus on the first invention the 'light bulb' as an example.

Ask the students: What did people use to do before it was invented?

Elicit positive and negative answers using 'used to' from the students.

Possible Answers

People used to go to bed when it was dark.

People used to use candles to see at night.

People didn’'t use to go to bed late.

People didn’t use to read at night.

Tell the students to work together with the people in their group and complete the sentences
with what people used to do and didn't use to do before each thing was invented.

Walk around and help the students with ideas and vocabulary.

Now tell the students to pair up with someone from the other group.

The students take it in turns to read their sentences to their partner without saying the
underlined invention. Instead, students use the word 'blank’ as the missing word in the
sentence.

Their partner has to guess the invention.

When the students have finished, ask the class which were the hardest inventions to guess.

Finally, tell the students that they have five minutes to choose three inventions that they
couldn’t live without, and three that they could happily live without.

Then they compare choices and explain why.

Esses assuntos serdo retomados ao longo de seus estudos,
nao se preocupe! Esperamos que vocé tenha aproveitado bastante as ativi-
dades aqui propostas.

SUMMARY

Esta aula foi dedicada ao estudo de contetidos ligados ao passado.
Apresentamos estruturas que sao utilizadas quando falamos de situagoes
que costumavam acontecer de um jeito e que hoje nao acontecem mais
ou que se sofreram mudangas com o tempo. Vimos que para isso, usamos
would and used to. Outros contetdos ligados ao passado também foram
retomados, como foi o caso do siple past. Esse movimento é tipico do
processo de ensino e aprendizagem de idiomas: voltar a conteudos trabal-
hados, sempre acrescentando mais informacdes. Isso ¢ muito positivo, mas
cabe aqui um alerta: nao deixe suas duvidas acumularem, pois o nivel de
complexidade de cada assunto vai aumentando. Consulte seus professores
e seja um aprendiz autbnomo, buscando respostas para suas perguntas e
encontrando diferentes formas de praticar seu inglés.
