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INTRODUCAO

O uso do dicionario é natural e importante, seu uso recorrente deve
ocorrer sim, contudo sera mais apropriado se o leitor fizer uso da inferéncia
antes de buscar a significa¢ao da palavra desconhecida no dicionario.

Em um dicionario nao encontramos apenas a significacao da palavra,
mas também sua classificacao, exemplos, transcri¢ao fonética, aplicacGes etc.

Existe um grande nimero de dicionarios impresso e online.

DEFINICAO DE DICIONARIO

Um dicionario ¢ uma compilagao de palavras ou dos termos proprios,
ou ainda de vocabulos de uma lingua, quase sempre dispostos por
ordem alfabética e com a respectiva significacio ou a sua versio
em outra lingua. Cada dicionario possui classificacbes em harmonia
com objetivos e finalidades didaticas aos quais se compromete em
abranger. Isso muito se deve a uma constante necessidade de atender
aos diversificados niveis e areas de conhecimento, o que resulta na
minuciosa classificagao dos diferentes dicionarios disponiveis que
conhecemos hoje.

Conforme mencionado anteriormente, um bom dicionario dispoe de
algumas informacdes sobre o vocabulo:

TRANSCRICAO FONETICA (TF)

Logo ap6s cada verbete temos entre barras a transcri¢ao fonética (TT)
de cada palavra e geralmente com a pronuncia diferenciada entre o inglés
americano - Estados Unidos da América (EUA) e da Gra Bretanha (GB).

CLASSIFICACAO MORFOLOGICA (CM)

Os bons dicionarios, além da TE, dao ao usuario a CM de cada palavra.
Se a palavra for um substantivo, adjetivo, verbo transitivo/intransitivo,
advérbio, preposi¢ao ou artigo definido/indefinido, ap6s a TC aparecerao
os respectivos indicativos: s, adj, vt/i, adv, prep, art def/indef. Lembre-se
que ha vocabulos que, dependendo do contexto, pertencem a mais de uma
categoria morfolégica e esta informagao também ¢ dada pelo dicionario, é
preciso ficar atento e fazer o uso das estratégias aprendidas.
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SIGNIFICACAO

Quanto a significagdo das palavras, ao procurar uma palavra no
dicionario, vocé deve levar em consideragao o contexto na qual ela esta
inserida, pois as vezes a primeira significagdo que ¢ apresentada pode nao
corresponder ao significado do vocabulo que vocé esta analisando, e quando
isso ocorre vocé pode ou interpretar de maneira errada a ideia exposta no
texto, ou ao ler o contexto no qual este vocabulo se insere, nao ver sentido
N0 mesmo.

PALLAVRAS DERIVADAS

As vezes podemos nos deparar com um vocibulo desconhecido que é
derivado de outro, e quando vamos pesquisar seu significado no dicionario
nio conseguimos encontrar. . importante estar atento para tal fato e
perceber a forma de buscar a palavra.

Além dos itens mencionados acima, existem as phrasal verbs, lista de
verbos, imagens, locu¢oes e etc. Existem muitos dicionarios no mercado,
e principalmente de boa qualidade.

Dentre os inimeros dicionarios adotados em sala de lingua inglesa para
os estudantes brasileiros, destacam-se o Oxford Escolar, Collins Cobuild,
Merrian-Webster, além dos referidos dicionarios se encontrarem online.

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Essas informagies variam de um dicionario para outro. Dependendo da situagao, um diciong-
rio de bolso pode ser Util. Na grande maioria dos casos, entretanto, torna-se indispensavel a uti-
lizagdo de um dicionario maior, mais completo, em que seja possivel encontrar especificidades
do idioma — no caso da lingua inglesa, por exemplo, o uso de phrasal verbs, idioms, slang, etc.

Lembre-s& sempre que o contexto € que indica a adequada interpretagdo do vocabulo, pois
dependendo da situagdo, esse vocabulo pode adquirir novo significado
