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INTRODUCTION

Ol4, seja bem-vindx ao curso Lingua Inglesa VII! Nesta primeira
aula, vocé tera a oportunidade de refletir, aprender e praticar os usos dos
adverbials suas posicoes adequadas. Para tanto, assistitemos um video
curto, responderemos algumas perguntas e refletiremos sobre ele, e entio
analisaremos o uso de adverbials no mesmo e realizaremos algumas
atividades.

Para comegar, vocé assistira agora o video Difference between men and
women, que pode ser acessado no AVA.

O video mostra o inicio do oitavo episédio da segunda temporada da
série Friends. Vocé ja assistiu a assistiu a série ou ouviu falar sobre a mesma?
A primeira cena deste trecho do episoédio apresenta Rachel narrando a
Phoebe e Monica como Ross a beijou. Ja a cena seguinte mostra o outro
ponto de vista do acontecimento: Ross contando a Joey e Chandler que
beijou Rachel.

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Ao assistir o video, tente responder as seguintes perguntas:

1. Are there any differences related to how Rachel and Ross told the same
fact to their friends? If there are any differences, which are them?

2. According to your personal experience, are Rachel’s and Ross’ behavior
common between men and women in real life? What would be the
motivations for this to happen so?

DICA: Ao assistir o video, vocé pode clicar no primeiro botao na parte
inferior da tela, ao lado direito, para ativar as legendas em inglés!

Agora que vocé refletiu um pouco sobre as possiveis diferencas entre
géneros, mais especificamente mulheres e homens, vamos comegar a analisar
alguns detalhes das conversas. Aos 0:16 segundos de video, Phoebe faz as
seguintes perguntas sobre o beijo a Rachel:

Phoebe: Rachel, does it end well or do we need to get tissues?
Rachel: O, it ends very well!

Ha nas frases acima o uso de dois adverbials. Mas, antes de comentar
sobre os mesmos, vamos relembrar o que sao os adverbials?

De acordo com Jones et al (2010, p. 134, grifo dos autores), “an
adverbial can be a word (sometimes, actually) or a phrase (in due conrse, on T17).
Adverbials are generally used to provide additional information about a
verb, an adjective, or the sentence as a whole.”

E muito importante que entendamos frase (phrase) aqui como um

grupo de palavras que expressam uma ideia, nao havendo a necessidade
de um verbo para tal fim. Assim, no dialogo entre Rachel e Phoebe, quais
sa0 0s adverbials?

Phoebe: Rachel, does it end well, or do we need to get tissues?
Rachel: O, it ends very well!

Isso mesmo, temos as palavras wel/, que é um advérbio de modo, ou
seja, expressa a maneira a qual a a¢ao aconteceu ou foi realizada (manner) e
very, que ¢ um advérbio de intensidade (zntensity).

O que podemos perceber, entdo, em relacao a posi¢ao dos advérbios
destacados? Ambos aparecem apds o verbo principal da frase, que ¢ end.
Essa ¢ a mais comum das posi¢oes dos adverbials.

COMMENTS ON THE ACTIVITIES

Ao alterar a posicao de um adverbial, ¢ possivel também alterar o
significado de uma sentencga. Assim, a estratégia para identificar qual a
melhor posi¢ao para o adverbial em uma sentenca é analisar o contexto
e utilizar-se de tentativas, testando as possiveis posi¢oes dos adverbials
e suas consequéncias para o sentido da sentenga.

Agora que vocé refletiu e praticou um pouco mais sobre os adverbials
e suas posi¢oes, que tal compreender de forma mais detalhada como essas
posi¢coes podem ocorrer?

POSITION OF ADVERBIALS

Adverbs of frequency are usually used between the auxiliary verb (when
there is one) and the main verb.
Ex1: We don’t always make up after a fight.

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Adverbs which express possibility and probability are normally used

between the auxiliary and the main verb in the affirmative.
Ex2: We’ll probably see you tomorrow.
But they are often positioned before the auxiliary in the negative.
Ex3: We probably won’t see you tomorrow.

Adverbs of manner and indefinite time can also be used between the
auxiliary and main verbs.
Ex4: We quickly finished our lunch. / We’ll finally meet the deadline!

Adverbs such as apparently, presumably, frankly, which comment on
the sentence as a whole, usually go at the beginning of the sentence.

Ex5: Frankly, I've had enough of the situation.

But they can also be used at the end.

Ex6: I've had enough of the situation, frankly.

Changes in position and meaning: most adverbials are very flexible and
can be used in any of the three positions. However, sometimes a change
in position can change the meaning of a sentence.

Ex7: Maria only speaks Spanish. (she doesn’t speak any other languages)
as opposed to Only Maria speaks Spanish. (nobody else speaks Spanish).

B |SUMMARY

Nesta aula, buscamos relembrar e compreender o que sdao os adverbials
e as suas posi¢oes em uma frase. Vimos que cada tipo de adverbial possui
a sua posi¢ao mais adequada dentro de uma sentenga. Geralmente, os
adyerbials de frequéncia, os adverbials de possibilidade/probabilidade, e os
adperbials de modo e tempo indefinido costumam ser utilizados antes do
verbo principal na sentencga. Ex. 1: She rarely works at night.; quando ha
um verbo auxiliar na sentenca, os adverbials costumam ser utilizados entre
o verbo auxiliar e o verbo principal. Ex. 2: They are rapidly adjusting the
report./Ex. 3: José doesn’t often visit us.; no entanto, ha uma excec¢o para
os adverbials de possibilidade/probabilidade: se a sentenca for negativa, o
adperbial costuma ser posicionado antes do verbo auxiliar. Ex. 4: Sara and her

family perhaps won’t leave the city next month; adverbials que comentam a
sentenc¢a costumam ser utilizados no infcio da mesma, mas podem também
ser utilizados no final. Ex. 5: I don’t like him, honestly. E, de uma forma
geral, os adverbials podem ser utilizados em diversas posi¢oes. No entanto,
lembre-se que a mudanga de posigao pode causar uma mudancga no sentido
da sentenca.
