Nas trocas comunicacionais, contamos histérias o tempo todo, isn't
that right? Sempre temos o que dizer, e o que contamos pode provocar
surpresa/reacoes nas pessoas; ¢, a depender do que foi dito, elas variam em
intensidade e modo. Pense em suas reagoes quando ouve o que as pessoas
tém a dizer. Por exemplo: quando alguém conta algo que vocé nao esperava
ouvir. Vocé certamente responde através de expressoes verbais, faciais ¢/
ou corporais, concorda?

Para ajudar vocé a melhor se expressar em inglés, comecamos esta
licdo com a imagem acima, que traz exemplos de microexpressions. Elas
representam diferentes facial expressions, todas bem conhecidas, as quais
representam sentimentos/ feelings, tais como:

SURPRISE
FEAR
DISGUST
ANGER
HAPPINESS
SADNESS
CONTEMPT
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Vamos entender melhor o que é uma microexpression? Leia o texto
abaixo, disponivel em http://www.scienceofpeople.com/2013/09/guide-
reading-microexpressions/:

A microexpression is a brief, involuntary facial expression that is
shown on the face of humans according to the emotions that are being
experienced. Unlike regular prolonged facial expressions, it is difficult
to fake a microexpression.

There are seven universal microexpressions: disgust, anger, fear,
sadness, happiness, surprise, and contempt. They often occur as fast
as 1/15 to 1/25 of a second.

The face is the best indicator of a person’s emotions. Yet, it is often
ovetlooked. Dr. Paul Ekman, whose research is the premise of the show
Lie to Me, has done groundbreaking research on decoding the human face.
He has shown that facial expressions are universal. In other words, people
in the US make the same face for sadness as indigenous people in Papa
New Guinea who have never seen TV or movies to model. He also found
that congenitally blind individuals—those blind since birth, also make the
same expressions even though they have never seen other people’s faces.
Ekman has designated seven facial expressions that are the most widely
used and easy to interpret. Learning to read them is incredibly helpful
for understanding the people in our lives. If you want to practice reading
people’s faces, it is important to know the following basic expressions. I
would recommend trying the following faces in the mirror so you can see
what they look like on yourself. You will also find that if you make the
facial expression, you also begin to feel the emotion yourself! Emotions
not only cause facial expressions, facial expressions also cause emotions.

HOW TO USE THESE PHRASES IN YOUR
ENGLISH

1. We say phrases 1 and 2 with rising intonation. It's imporant to make
your voice go up at the end. You are inviting the other speaker to give you
more information.

2. Phrase 3 is a general expression of surprise.

3. Phrases in 4 are strong exclamations. 'Blimey!' is a little rude as it literally
means 'God blind me!'
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4. We say phrase 5 when something is completely different to what you
expected - after a surprising event.

5. Phrases in 6 and 7 are saying that we really don't believe the information.
6. Phrase 8 is saying that you are so surprised that you can't speak.

7. Phrase 10 is a little old fashioned. If people say this nowadays, they are
probably being sarcastic and they really mean that it isn't surprising at all.

She is very happy she'll become a
mommy.
- Great! I'm happy for her.
