DO’s and DONT’s
of Internet Usage for Children
Protect your kids by following these basic rules on-line

DOs

1) Limit usage

Seta fixed limit to your child's free online time. After that, the computer
should be used only for schoolwork.

2) Talk to your kids about technology usage

Set rules and limits, amd discuss technology with your children on a
regular basis.

3) Check up on your kids

Check their browser history to visit the sites they've been to. This will
give you peace of mind when not monitoring their internet usage.

4) Get familiar with security and privacy settings

Especially for all mobile devices and computers, as well as social net-
works and all acoounts to limit who can access your posts.

5) Keep kids in sight

Have your internet-enabled devices centrally located. Your kids are
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less likely to browse questionable content if otheres walk by at any second.
0) Spend time with your children on-line
Have them show you their favorite websites and maintain access to
their personal accounts online.

DON’Ts

1) Do not share personal information on-line

Inform your child of the dangers of giving out personal information
over the internet and set an example.

2) Do not avoid frank conversations

Keep and open line of communication. Talk to your child about the
dangers of the Internet and sexual victimization.

3) Do not treat online mistakes too harshly

Its important that your kids know that they can talk to you when they
make mistakes.

4) Do not stay logged in to accounts

Instill in your kids the habit of logging out of accounts and devices
when they're done, even at home.

5) Do not allow your child to share personal information

Identifiers such as full name, age or address, or to upload a picture of
him or herself onto the Internet.

0) Do not allow your kids to share their passwords

Not even with a close friend. They need to be just as cautious as you.

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MODALS OF OBLIGATION AND PERMISSION

Vocé notou que as orientagoes no texto sao bem diretivas, ou seja, in-
dicam claramente o que deve ou nao deve ser feito.Para fazer isso, e lingua
inglesa, frequentemente se utilizam os verbos modais que indicam obriga¢ao
e permissao. Sao eles: caso alterarmos os titulos de cada orientacao para
inserirmos um verbo modal, o resultado sera este:

You must check up on your kids

You should get familiar with security and privacy settings
You have to keep kids in sight

You should spend time with your children on-line

You shouldn’t share your personal information on-line

You shouldn’t avoid frank conversations with your kids

You shouldn’t stay logged in to your account

You shouldn’t allow your kids to share personal information
You shouldn’t allow your kids to share their passwords

Observe que as frases do primeiro bloco estao na afirmativa, e as do
segundo bloco, na negativa. Must e have to funcionam para indicar obriga-
toriedade, enquanto should indica uma sugestio, com o shouldn’t indicando
um conselho, frequentemente mais préximo de um aviso, daquilo que nao
se deve fazer.
