Mas quando voce pretende apenas
criticar uma a¢ao que ocorre com frequéncia ou de forma constante, basta
pronunciar a particula do futuro (will) com énfase, dando ton de uma critica.

Exemplo: That girl won’t stop using her cellphone.

Isso indica que de forma constante ela utiliza o celular e por esta razao
esta sendo criticada.
