Com a leitura desse grafico ¢ possivel visualizar o uso do presente
perfeito. Toda vez que nos referimos a uma ag¢ao que conecte o passado e
o presente, faz se necessario o uso do presente perfeito. Logo, de acordo
com a linha do tempo acima:

1. Utilizamos o presente perfeito para falar de agoes ocorridas que ainda se
conectam ao presente e que a expressiao de tempo nao ¢ importante, pois
a a¢ao ¢ mais importante do que quando ocorreu.

Exemplo: I have talked to her.
2. Utilizamos o presente perfeito para a¢des que acabaram de acontecert,
foram recentes, proximas ao presente.

Exemplo: They have just arrived at home.
3. Utilizamos o presente perfeito para agdes que se iniciaram no passado,
mas que ainda existem no presente, ou seja, nao acabaram.

Exemplo: I have studied English for many years.

Mesmo compreendendo o uso e emprego do presente perfeito, é co-
mum confundir com o famoso passado simples. Para isso vamos comparar
ambos e analisar as diferengas a partir de agora.

Uma pergunta comum ¢ que se estamos nos referindo a algo do pas-
sado, o tempo verbal deveria ser passado simples. Isso é verdade, entretanto
as situagdes do passado podem variar. Por exemplo, ao estudar o presente
perfeito, observamos que se refere a uma agao que se iniciou no passado e
que ainda existe ou reflete no presente, logo conecta os dois tempos numa
mesma ac¢ao. Mas de outro lado, quando nos referimos a uma agao que
ocorreu no passado e ja acabou, foi finalizada, nao existe mais, af sim é o
momento de usar o passado simples! E essa é a grande diferencga de am-
bos os tempos verbais. O passado simples por dar énfase a quando a agao
acabou, traz consigo expressoes de tempo precisas, 0 contrario acontece
com o presente perfeito, ja que o foco esta apenas na agao.

Para compreender melhor o uso de cada expressao de tempo vamos detalhar
agora com exemplos e exercicios.
Expressoes de tempo mais comum para o presente perfeito:

1. Already — traz a ideia de ja nas frases afirmativas. E sempre é colocado
depois do verbo auxiliar have ou has.

Exemplo: I have already read it.

You are late. We have already started the game.

2. Yet — nas perguntas traz a ideia de até o momento e se utilizado nas frases
negativas, traz a ideia de ainda. E ¢ posicionado no final da frase.
Exemplo: Have you spoken to her yet?

No, not yet. She hasn’t come in yet.

3. Just — refere se a agdes que acabaram de acontecer, que ocorreram bem
recentemente, proximas ao presente. Sua posi¢ao é sempre depois do verbo
auxiliar have ou has.

Exemplo: The rain has just stopped.

You have just talked about your home.

4. Since — utilizado para ilustrar o inicio de uma agio. E colocado antes da
expressao que marca esse inicio.

Exemplo: I have been here since Monday.

She has known Bob since 2000.

5. For — utilizado para demonstrar a duracio de uma acio. E colocado antes
da expressao que para esse periodo.

Exemplo: He has worked here for six months.

They have been a doctor for many years.
